The addition of a •	
spectator viewing area 
to the six court Sports 
Hall which still includes a 
multi-gym

Relocation of the •	
Learning and Behaviour 
facilities to provide 
more coherent and practical spaces

Adjustments have been made to the main •	
Academy entrances to ensure calm and 
orderly arrival and departure of students 
at the beginning and end of the 
Academy day

Performing Arts Spaces will now all be on •	
the same level so that theses spaces can 
be used separately or combined to give 
much more flexibility.

On show at the exhibition will be a 
proposed layout of the Academy buildings 
and computer generated imagery (CGI), 
which will help bring the plans to life. 

Representatives from Kier and other 
members of the project team will be on hand 
to talk about the proposed new building and 
answer any questions you may have.

A full planning application for the proposals 
was submitted in July. If the proposals are 
accepted, building work will start later this 
year with phase one of the new building 
ready for staff and students to move into in 
September 2010.
